Let me start by saying a “BIG” thank you to all our volunteers who have unselfishly given of their time, their talents and their concern to help people who, many times, cannot help themselves because they are victims of disasters.

In September, 2008 our trailer and team members helped prepare over 16,000 meals during one week to feed the refugees from Louisiana following the hurricane.

In October we had many form our association helping in the Galveston area working in feeding, mud out cleanup, chain saw brush and tree removal, chaplain ministries, and other ministries.  Our trailer was on display at the Watonga Cheese Festival where they handed out 1200 plus bottles of water.

In December our team used our trailer to provide hot coffee, hot chocolate, and water for people attending the city tree lighting and paraded in El Reno.

In March we took our trailer and a team of 10 people to High Island, Texas to feed a group of 90 students and 15 sponsors who spent their spring break cleaning up the beaches and yards of the elderly people because of Hurricane Ike.

In April we used our trailer to prepare popcorn, snow cones, pap and water for a city wide fellowship I the parking lot of FBC El Reno.

In August we used our trailer in the Canadian County fair where our team handed out 700 plus bottles of water.

In May and September we used our trailer for the spring and fall disaster relief training to feed and train first time recruits, and they did eat the food they helped prepare!

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	CONSTITUTION

	CENTRAL BAPTIST ASSOCIATION

	ARTICLE I. NAME

SECTION 1.	This organization (a non-profit religious organization) shall be known as the Central Baptist Association of Oklahoma, Inc. (The association was incorporated, February 14, 1963.)

	ARTICLE II. PURPOSE

SECTION 1.	The purpose of this Association shall be to assist the Churches of this Association in their entire Church program.

SECTION 2.	To promote the cause of the Associational, State, North American and International Missions as given to the Churches in the Great Commission.

SECTION 3.	To counsel with Churches, when called upon in matters of difficulty, using every means of grace to restore such to peace and harmony.

SECTION 4.	To use every honorable means through its agencies to evangelize the lost, organize churches, build houses of worship, and to assist the Churches as far as possible in locating pastors.

SECTION 5.	The Association thus formed shall have no judicial power over the churches as to their independence and discipline, but when any Church, in the judgment of the body, becomes corrupt in faith and practice, the Association shall be at liberty to erase its name from the records by not less than two-thirds majority vote.

	ARTICLE III. ORGANIZATION

SECTION 1.	This body is constituted by churches that practice the principles of faith as laid down in the "Baptist Faith and Message Doctrinal Statement" adopted by the Southern Baptist Convention, and is in no sense an ecclesiastical body and disclaims the right to interfere in Church matters or exercise any authority over them.


SECTION 2.	This Association shall consist of messengers in good standing in Baptist Churches, who are in sympathy with and cooperate with the Baptist General Convention of Oklahoma and the Southern Baptist Convention, and organized work thereof. At the Annual Meeting of the Association, each Church shall be entitled to send its pastor and three persons as messengers, and Churches with more than fifty members may send one additional messenger for every additional twenty-five members or fraction thereof, provided that no Church shall have more than fifteen messengers.

SECTION 3.	Churches desiring admission to this body shall petition by letter and messengers. The Moderator shall appoint a committee of five who shall inquire into their articles of faith, manner and nature of organization, and fellowship. This committee shall report to the Association and upon receiving a two-thirds vote, the Moderator shall extend the messengers of such Churches the right hand of fellowship.

SECTION 4.	The officers of this body shall be Moderator, Vice-Moderator, Clerk and Treasurer.
a.  Their duties shall be those assigned to officers of similar organizations. They shall be elected annually and shall hold office until the election of their successors and the adjournment of the Annual Meeting.
b.  The Trustees shall be the Moderator, Vice Moderator and Clerk as  elected officers of the Association. Their duties shall be to conduct all legal transactions in and for the Association.

SECTION 5.	There shall be an Executive Board composed of the officers of the Association, the Director of Missions, the Pastors and 3 members from each cooperating church. Each church shall be limited to four (4) votes (except in the case of the Director of Missions.) Each church is empowered to furnish her own alternate in the absence of her board member. The Department Officers, Committee Chairman of the Association and Church Staff members are ex-officio members of the Executive Board unless otherwise provided by the Constitution. The Officers of the Association shall be the Officers of the Board  except in their absence when the Board may elect Officers pro tem. This Board shall have charge of the business of this Association between sessions. This Board shall not do anything that will conflict with the constitution or the expressed will of the Association and shall report a summary of its transactions to the association at the Annual Meeting. Ten members of the board shall constitute a quorum.


	ARTICLE  IV.
 MINISTRY TEAMS, COMMITTEES AND REPRESENTATIVES
	
SECTION 1.	There shall be four Ministry areas consisting of Education Ministry, Missions Ministry, Family Ministry, and Special Ministries. (See attached flow chart.)  Ministry leaders shall be the Director of Missions, Moderator and Vice Moderator and shall serve by virtue of the office they hold.

SECTION 2.	Standing Committees shall be, Annual Program; BCM; Budget and Finance; Nominating; Evangelism; Associational Children’s Camp;  Missions; Scholarship; Worship/Music; Disaster Relief; Counseling; Youth; Properties; Personnel; Audit and Trustees.  The Chairman and committee members of each committee shall be nominated by the Nominating Committee and be elected by the Association at the Annual Meeting. The Personnel Committee shall consist of the Moderator, Vice Moderator, and one person nominated by the Nominating Committee and elected by the Association at the Annual Meeting. The Moderator will serve as chairman.

SECTION 3.	The Associational Teams shall be, Sunday School; Discipleship Training; Men’s Ministries/Missions; and Women’s Ministries/Missions.  The members of each of these teams shall be nominated by the Nominating Committee and elected by the Association at the Annual Meeting with the exception of the Annual Program Committee, which consist of the Director of Missions, Moderator, Clerk and Host Pastor. 

SECTION 4.	Representatives to aid the Association in cooperating with the State Convention shall be: Child Care; Family; Sr. Adult; ERLC; Prayer; and other similar representatives as may be needed. These Representatives shall be nominated by the Nominating Committee and be elected by the Association at the Annual Meeting.

SECTION 5.	Any Vacancies occurring among these Teams, Standing Committees, and Representatives shall be filled by the Executive Board.

SECTION 6.	The Moderator shall appoint all other necessary committees unless the Association shall otherwise direct.

	


ARTICLE V. AMENDMENTS

SECTION 1. This Constitution may be altered or amended by a two-thirds majority vote; provided, however, that the proposed alteration or amendment be submitted in writing one year before action is taken thereon.

	BY-LAWS

ARTICLE 1.	The Association shall hold its meeting annually at such time and place as it may determine.

ARTICLE 2.	The Annual Meeting of the Association shall be opened and closed with appropriate devotions and prayer.

ARTICLE 3.	The Officers of this Association shall be elected by an open vote unless a secret ballot is called for, and the members having a majority of votes shall be elected.

ARTICLE 4.	All parliamentary questions shall be governed by "Roberts Rules of Order Revised."

ARTICLE 5.	The Executive Board of the Association shall have the authority to call a Director of Missions of the Association. All such action pertaining to the call of the Director of Missions shall be taken only after all Executive Board members are duly notified. The call shall be on an indefinite basis and he shall be responsible to the Association and the Executive Board.

ARTICLE 6.	The Moderator and the Director of Missions shall be ex-officio members of all committees of the Association and the Executive Board.

ARTICLE 7.	The standing committees with members who serve on a rotation basis shall be; Scholarship, Evangelism, BCM, Budget, Nominating and Internal Audit.

ARTICLE 8.	The By-Laws may be altered by a two-thirds majority vote by the  Messengers at the annual meeting.
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
